Leonard Sweet's schema for effective post-modern worship:

(Use as a tool for planning and evaluating worship)
E xperiential    (is it something that we actually experience with our five senses?)

P articipatory   (are we observers, or are the whole people engaged in the drama of worship?)

I mage-driven   (are we engaging symbols, art, word-pictures - whether it be actual or digital?)

C ommunal (is there a sense of togetherness, shared ritual, song, prayer that draws together?)
Prayer:  Are there forms of prayer where we might not just bow our heads and fold our hands?  Bow your heart!
Guided prayer/Adventure prayer

Consider these 3 S’s:

Space, Scripture, Senses

5 senses + 1:

sight:  color, banners, sanctuary, choir/robes, candles, lightening changes

hear:  music, prayers, scripture

smell: flowers, incense, 

touch:  holding hands, holding hymnal, cold/hot, passing communion, clapping

taste:  communion bread and wine

6th sense:  imagination, emotion, feeling 

Remember:  we seek a “constant expectation of the heavenly”
Movement:  Do actions speak louder than words?  

Think of these examples…

1. Think about movement in funerals or weddings.  What are the movements?  What do they mean?  Why is movement important?

2. Consider all uses of posture:  standing, sitting, kneeling, gestures and movement, and what they might express in worship.  

3. Look at your hands for 4 or 5 minutes.  Think about all the references to God’s hands:  giving, mighty, supporting, wiping away tears etc.

Every time we get up to lead worship, we must do so with a longing for heavenly and holy moments. And a knowledge that no amount of striving or experience could ever make these moments happen. They cannot be manufactured or formularized. They are grace, pure grace. The only thing we can do is prepare our hearts, 

and create an environment of dependence.

What YOU can do starting right now!

1. Embrace your calling and identity.

You are a child of God first, a minister to the people second and a worship leader third.  

2. See potential and shape it.

Look for ways to help others grow and share their gifts. 

3. Pray for what you need.

Be ruthless about staying connected to God. Prayer is critical!

4. Take ownership but not possession.  

Seek a combination of humility and authority. Stage ministry can be toxic to your relationship with God, so stay prayed up.
5.  Be a “love-first” leader.

Value people more than their musical gifts.
